Gov. Mike DeWine delivered his annual State of the State Address before a joint session of 

the General Assembly on April 10. The speech was largely focused on children’s initiatives, 

but also urged state policymakers act on his longstanding calls to ban flavored tobacco and 

intoxicating hemp, revise the state's recreational marijuana statute, and update traffic 

safety laws. Among the initiatives announced was the Childcare Choice Voucher Program, 

which will subsidize early education costs for families that make up to 200% of the federal 

poverty level. Gov. DeWine also encouraged local school officials to consider opening 

school-based health centers, potentially with state Student Wellness and Success funds 

from the operating budget. The remarks also detailed a new partnership among the 

Department of Medicaid, the state's Children's Hospitals, and Medicaid Managed Care plans 

aimed at helping children with conditions like asthma and sickle cell disease manage their 

afflictions so they can enjoy a better quality of life and miss fewer days of school. Other asks 

of the legislature included adding career planning to the state's high school graduation 

requirements and providing the funding necessary for every student who wants to take 

part in career-tech education to have that option. 

 

Ohio General Assembly Updates 

The Ohio House of Representatives recently welcomed a new member to the 135th General 

Assembly. House Republicans unanimously voted to seat Jack Daniels as the new 32nd 

District representative. Rep Daniels was appointed to fill the vacant seat left after ex-Rep. 

Bob Young resigned in the fall of 2023. He was most recently a Franklin City Council 

member and business owner.  One of the businesses he’s involved in and partially owns is 

Kandel Transport Inc., a fully licensed trucking company. During his first session, Rep. 

Daniels said his goal as a lawmaker is to make "singles and doubles" and said as a trucking 

company owner he's not averse to getting into the cab to make a delivery himself when 

needed, adding "I hope when I'm needed that I'll be called on to do hard work.”  

The House Democrats, however, will soon have to make a replacement in their own caucus 

following Rep. Jessica Miranda’s (D-Forest Park) resignation. Rep. Miranda stepped down 

from her position after she was appointed Hamilton County auditor in mid-April. As the 

search for a replacement continues, the caucus selected Rep. Dani Isaacsohn (D-Cincinnati) 
to serve as Minority Whip for the Ohio House in former-Rep. Miranda’s place.

Legislative Updates 

 
House Bill 327 is legislation that would require the use of E-Verify by certain employers, 
including entities engaged in local or state public works commission projects.   
 
The e-verify system exists to verify that the information on an employee’s I-9 form is 
accurate, and that the individual is indeed eligible for work in the United States.  HB 327 
requires that certain employers use this system to verify that their employees are eligible to 
work.  Those employers are: 
 

- Contractors engaged in state or local public works construction projects; 

- Non-residential construction workers; 

- Any employer with 75 employees or more. 

 
The bill has had three hearings in the House Commerce and Labor committee, chaired by 
Rep. Mark Johnson.  We have reason to believe this bill is “fast-tracked” and may pass out of 
committee soon.  We are actively engaged on this bill on behalf of CORD and will provide 
updates as they occur.
